placeto growbeesand
attractbeekeepers. But
the other plantspecies
are camel thorn, nettle,
iris, tulips juniper,
liquorice, poppy, onion,
radish, yarrow, chicory,
thyme, artichokes
should be named.
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I1zadkhast complex: World Oldest
Brick Castle

The historical Izadkhast
complex contains a castle, a
caravanserai,and a Safavid
bridge. Itislocated in Fars
province 135 km south of
Isfahan.

The castleisthe mostimportant
sectionbuiltonasingle bedrock
close to the valley of Izadkhast.
Worksinside the castle belongto
different periods—from Sassanid
toQajar.

Abridge and a gate inthe most
accessible part of the complex
made it possible to connect
with the surrounding areas.Its
constructionisuniquebut, from
the viewpoint of materials used,
canbe compared with the citadels
of Bam and castles builtin the
provinces of Yazd and Kerman.
The caravanserai can be
compared with Safavid
counterparts, especially the
caravanserais on Isfahan-Shiraz
Road. Inside the walls of the
complex, therearealleyways and
passages thatcrisscrossit.
Remains ofdestroyed houses
Many homes, which are now
fully deserted or completely
destroyed, arelocated near the
frontgate.
Accordingtothelocals,asrecent
as the turn of the millennium,
people still lived in the old part
oflzadkhast, butthe homeswere

tomove due to floodsin the past
twoyears.

Most of the homes were
constructed from wood and mud.
The small size of the bedrock
led to the agglomeration of built
rooms.

Hence, the smallness ofroomsled
toariseinthe number of floors,
some as many as five-story high
which, in view of its period, isa
remarkable architectural feat.
Defensive structure

The caravanserai dates back to
the Safavid dynasty (1502-1736).
The front gate wasburned down
by Nader Shah’s soldiers camping
there duringacold night.

The bedrock, on which the
complexissituated, protected
the castle from the foreigners’
attacks. The tall and almost
perpendicular height, ranging
from 6to 15 meters,onthreesides
of the complex made italmost
impossible for enemies to gain
accesstotheinterior.

For further protection, on the
fourthandshorterside,amoat30
meterslong,4 metersacrossand 4
meters deep had been dug.
Many parts of the Izadkhast
complex have collapsed due to
erosionand flooding. Inside the
walled city, there are clear signs
ofdamage from treasure hunters
and graffiti carved on the walls by
vandals.

Qal’eh Dokhtar

Qal’eh Dokhtar is an ancient

on a mountain slope near the
Firouzabad-Shiraz Road.

The castle’sname impliesitwas
dedicated to Goddess Anahita.
After capturing Isfahan and
Kerman from the Parthians,
Ardeshirbuiltthe city of Gur near
his castlein Firouzabad, making
ithis capital.

After defeating ArdavanV, the
Parthian kingin a great battle
in224 AD, he builtthe Palace of
Ardeshirnearthe Qal’eh Dokhtar
structure.

The castle is built on a high
mound that overlooks the river
and road running south from
Fars. The entrance to the castle
isatall gateway within alarge,
rectangular tower.Inside,abroad
stairway leads to arectangular
hall, with blind niches on either
side and two large buttresses at
the eastend.

The fortified palace contains
many of the recurring features
of Sassanian palace and civic
architecture:longhalls, arches,
domes, recessed windows, and
stairways. The construction is
made of rough stone and mortar,
but the surfaces had a thick
coating of plaster or stucco,
givingitasmooth and elegant
appearance. The 1,800-year-
old castle has lost four meters
of its original height over the
last century and experts warn if
urgentmeasuresare nottakento
enforceits foundation, the castle

Oil prices clawed backsomelosses afteranearly
8 percent plungeinthe previoussession, but
remain under pressure with Brent crude below
$60 per barrel amid weak fundamentals and
struggling financial markets.

Front-month Brentcrude oil futures LCOc1rose
91 cents,or 1.6 percent, to $59.71 perbarrel by
0520GMT.

U.S. West Texas Intermediate (WTI) crude
futures CLc1,wereup 49 cents, or 1 percent, at
$50.91 perbarrel.

The gains didlittle to make up for Friday’s selloff,
which traders have already dubbed ‘Black
Friday’.

Reacting to Friday’s fallsin Brentand WTI,
China’s Shanghai crude futures on Monday
[SCcv1 fell by 5 percent, hitting their daily
downside-limit.

The downward pressure comes from surging
supplyand aslowdownindemand growth which
isexpected toresultinanoil supply overhangby
nextyear.

“2019 will be a choppy year for the oil market
as questions surrounding the prospectofa
slowingglobal economyandasupply surplusare
expected toincrease,” analysts at Fitch Solutions
said on Monday.

Fitch said thateven an expected supply cutled
by the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting
Countries (OPEC) following an official meeting
onDec. 6 “maynotbe enough to counteractthe
bearish forces.”

While a China-Russia payment system
toboostthe use ofthe yuanandrublein
cross-border transactions mightinitially
have a limited impact, it could gain
momentum ifthe US continuestoabuse
the dollar’s dominant position in the
existing paymentsystem, experts noted.

US unilateral sanctions, which have
created seriousrisks for other economies
and US companiestoo,are pushing major
economies, including China, Russiaand
the EU, to seek aseparate system that
couldreducesuchrisks.

Chinaand Russiaagreed toboostthe use
ofthe yuanandtherubleinbilateraland
global trade during a visit by Russian
Prime Minister Dmitry Medvedev
to China earlier this month. The two
countries have already begun to drafta
pact.

Medvedev said that China and Russian
should have setup suchapaymentsystem
‘10 years ago’ and that US sanctions
pushed the two countries to pursue the
plan, according to RT. Russia is facing
tough sanctions fromthe USanditsallies,
while Chinais engagedinabitter trade
war withthe US.

‘Thisisindeed avery necessary move
becausethereisalwaysariskinrelying
entirely onthe dollar; said Chen Fengying,
aresearch fellow atthe China Institutes of

Contemporary International Relations.
‘Given the dollar’s hegemony, the US
couldinflictharm on any countryitwants
atanytime, even US companies.
However, the new payment system
mightbeinitially limited to China-Russia
bilateral transactions and will have
minimal impacton the currentsystem
dominated by the US dollar, analysts said.
‘To put it simply, neither the yuan
nor theruble have achieved alevel of
internationalization thatgives them the
kind of power the dollar currently wields,
DongDengxin, director of the Finance and
Securities Institute at Wuhan University
of Science and Technology, told the Global
Times.

Ma Bin, an assistantresearcher atthe
Center for Russia and Central Asia
Studies, Fudan University, also pointed
outthattheroles Chinaand Russia play
inthe global trade-payments system will
affect ‘the outcome’ of any attempt to
replacethe USdollar.

Giventherelatively smallroles Chinaand

Russia playin the current system, ‘it’s
morerealistictoreduce the proportion of
[the use ofthe dollar],ifthe intentionisto
reducereliance onthedollar, Matold the
Global Times.

However, Dong pointed out, the initiative
mightgain speed because the US’ abuse of
the dollar’'shegemony has pushed many
economies to actively pursue a separate
paymentsystem.
