Ancient Persia was
considered a major
trade hub connecting
the West and the
East through the
Silk Road. The Siraf
Port in southern
Iran is one of the
many historical sites
that testify to the
country’ssignificant
role in the ancient
trade system.

Siraf is located
southeast of the
Iranian city of
Bushehr, roughly
halfway along the
northern shore of
the Persian Gulf. The
ancient city boasts
a number of key
historical sites dating
backto the Parthian
(248 BC-224 AD),
Sassanid (224-651
AD) and Islamiceras.
Archeological
evidence suggests
that the historic
port was a main
marine trade hub
during the pre-
[slamic era and the
first four centuries
followingthe advent
of Islam. Siraf has
been compared
with some of the
most  successful
ports ofthe ancient

isamasterpiece of [ranian architecture.

Built during the Safavid era, the
bathhouse suffered damagein1778
asaresultofan earthquake and was
renovated during the Qajar era. It
underwentrestorationin 1996.The
bathhouseisnamedafter Imamzadeh
Sultan Amir Ahmad, whose
mausoleumislocated nearby. Withan
areaofapproximately 1,000 square
meters, the bathhouse consists of
two main parts: the dressing hall

There are benches surrounding
the perimeter of Sarbineh elevated
by a few steps above the central
pool where visitors can lounge.
Garmkhanehis the main washing
area with hot and cold pools and
sittingareas.There are four pillarsin
Garmkhaneh, which separate smaller;
private bathroomsallaround as well
astheentrance tothe mainbathroom
(Khazineh).

The interior of the bathhouse is
decorated with turquoise and gold
tilework, plasterwork, brickwork
aswell asartistic paintings. Most of
the decorations of the bathhouse’s

fromthe outside.

Thebathhousehas other supporting
areasaswell, which were utilized for
regulating the amount of water and
itstemperature.

Inthe past, the bathhouse was used
asatraditional teahouse. Today, it
servesasamuseum.

In 1956, the Sultan Amir Ahmad
Bathhouse was registered as a
national heritage by Iran’s Cultural
Heritage, Handicrafts and Tourism
Department.

Why go there?

Awonderful architecture and décor,
historical and cultural significance,

mainly penmanship, inthe Eastitis one of
the mostimportantfine arts. Calligraphers
were an essential requirement for any self-
respecting court,and very often princes and
nobles practiced calligraphy themselves.
Moreover, prohibition againstfigurative art
inmosques,and an emphasis putonliteracy
and knowledge by Islamicleadersimparted
furtherimportance tothe written word inthe
Islamicworld.

Broadly speaking, there were two distinct
scripts in the early centuries of Islam:
cursive scriptand Kufic script. For everyday
purposesa cursive script was employed,
while Kufic script was used for religious
and official functions. Kufic went out of
general use aboutthe 11th century, though
itcontinued tobeusedinthe decoration of
monumental religiousbuildings. About 1000
A.D.,anewscript- Naskh -was established.
Thishasremained the mostpopularscriptin
the Arabworld. The other main styles were
Tholth, Reyhan, Mohaqqaq, Towqi,and Reqa.
The Arabicscript wasadoptedinIransoon
afterthe Muslim conquest,and was enhanced
and developed by the Persians soon after. In
the 13th century, the Iranianscribesinvented
Taliq,and in the next century, Mir Ali Tabrizi,
the mostfamous calligrapher ofthe Timurid
period, created Nastaliq, a combination
of Naskh and Taliq. Nastaliq is closely
connected to Persian poetryand has played
animportantrolein communicating poetic
conceptstoreaders.Under the Timurid and
the Safavid rulers, calligraphy experienced
itshigheststage ofdevelopment. By the 16th
century, Shinn wasamongthe forerunners
of calligraphk study and productionin the
Islamic world. Inthe 17th century, it was
followed by Esfahan and then by Qazvin. The
most famous calligraphers of the Safavid
courtwere Mir Emad and Alireza Abbasi.

The teamled by Srikanth Singamaneni, Professorat
the varsity, developed an ultrafiltration membrane
using graphene oxide and bacterial nanocellulose
thatthey found to be highly efficient, long-lasting
and environment-friendly.

The membrane technology purifies water while
preventing biofouling, or build up of bacteriaand
other harmful micro-organisms thatreduce the
flow of water. For the study, published in the journal
Environmental Science and Technology, they used
bacteriatobuild such filtering membranes.

The Gluconacetobacter hanseniibacteriaisasugary
substance that forms cellulose nanofibres when
in water. The team then incorporated graphene

oxide (GO) flakesinto the bacterial nanocellulose
while it was growing, essentially trapping GO in
the membrane to make it stableand durable. They
exposed themembraneto E. colibacteria, then shone
thelighton the membrane's surface.

After beingirradiated with light for just three
minutes, the E. coli bacteria died. The team
determined thatthe membrane quickly heated to
abovethe 70 degrees Celsiusrequired to deteriorate
the cell walls of E. coli bacteria.

While the bacteria are killed, the researchers
had a pristine membrane with a high quality of
nanocellulose fibres that was able to filter water
twice as fastas commercially available ultrafiltration
membranes under high operating pressure.
Whenthey did the same experiment onamembrane
made from bacterial nanocellulose without the
reduced GO, the E. coli bacteria stayed alive. While
theresearchersacknowledge thatimplementing
this process in conventional reverse osmosis
systems is taxing, they propose a spiral-wound
module system, similartoaroll of towels.

It could be equipped with LEDs or a type of
nanogenerator thatharnesses mechanical energy
fromthe fluid flow to produce lightand heat, which
would reduce the overall cost.
