“ Sheikh Lotfollah Mosque Ashimmering mosque
withamazing ceramicwork, builtin 1617.This small
mosque was built during Shah Abbas’ time and
dedicated to his fatherinlaw, Sheikh Lotfollah. The

paletiles onthe dome change colour from cream
to pink, depending on thelight conditions; and
the mosqueisunusual becauseithasnominaret
or courtyard. The mosque was once called the
Ladies’s Mosque, because there isapparently a
tunnel between this mosque and the Ali Qapu Palace,
allowing Ladies from court’sroyal haram to attend
prayerswithoutbeing seenin public.

i Aligapou Palace

The 16th-century palace of Shah Abbas Safavi, with
its curious ornamentation.This palace wasbuiltasa
functioning seat of government, and included ahuge
pavilion from where the Safavid rulers could watch
theactivitiesinthe square below.The palace stands
onthe westside of the Royal Square has six floors,
walls and ceiling still bear origins fresco beautifully
resorted and glazed tile decoration. The talar on
the firstfloor which overlooks the square served in
summer asathroneroom from where the ruler could
watch the polo matchesbelow orreview the troops.
The elevated trance offers a magnificent view over
the surrounding mountains, town and the best view
ofthe Square.

“Vank Cathedral

A Christian cathedral with lavish interior similar to
aPersianmosque.Also known as The Church of the
holy saviour,located in]Jolfa, the Armenian quarter
ofIsfahan.Shah Abbasin 1603 settled the Armenian
community from the town of Jolfa on the Arasriver
(northwestofIran)in Azerbaijan toJolfain Isfahan.
Vank Cathedralisafocal pointand the main historical
Armenian architecture in Iran. The cathedral is
domedinthe same manner asthe mosques, the wall
and ceilingis covered with magnificent Christian
imagery, fine painting and tile works.

With two mysterious towers which oscillate together

The Bridges of Isfahan

The Zayandeh Rud (river) starts in the Zagros
Mountains, flows from westto eastthrough the heart
ofIsfahan,and driesupinthe Kavirdesert.
Thebridges overtheriverinclude some ofthe nicest
architectureinIsfahan. The oldestbridgeisthe “Pol-e
Shahrestan” which was probably builtin the 12th
centuryduringthe Seljuk period. Further upstream
isthe “Pol-e Khaju” A magnificentstructure with two
tiers ofarches which was built by Shah AbbasIlin
1650.1tis 123 metreslongwith 24 arches,anditalso
servesasasluice gate.

the (Bridge of 33 Arches) or “Allah-verdi Khan
Bridge” builtin 1632 by Shah Abbas on the Zayandeh
Rud, itlinked Isfahan with the Armenian suburb
of Jolfa.Itis by far the longest bridge in Isfahan
at295m, an elaborate example of Safavid bridge
design. Itconsists of tworows of 33 arches. Thereisa
largerbase plankatthe startofthe bridge where the
Zayandehriverlowsunderit, supportingateahouse,
Where one can admire the beauty of its impressive
architecture.

Friday Mosqu

Abuilding typifying nine centuries of [ranian sacred
architecture, with vaulted arches, stucco carvings,
and amarble pool.With no doubt Friday mosque
isanarchitectural treasure and one of the most
magnificentofall buildingin Isfahan, the architecture
ofthe mosqueis extremely complexand constructed
in different periods, hence an exhibition of arts
belongto different era. [t was build on the remain
ofaSassanid fire temple at 10th century, there are
some columns which suggestits pre-Islamic origin.
The mosque frequently built onto damaged and
reconstructed, at different times. The main part
belongsto 11th century ofthe eraofthe Seljuks. Later
extensively redecorated and repaired by the Mongols.

“ Chehel Sotoun
(‘The Forty Columns’) a Safavid palace with a
delightful pavilion supported by twenty columns,
which double to make the legendary forty when
reflected in the water. Inside are important murals,
mirror mosaicsand an exquisitely decorated wooden
roof.

' Hasht Behesht Palaces (EightParadises)
Anattractive 17th century small palace withwooden
columns setinadelightful garden of Nightingales.
Thebuildingis octagonal withlarge central domed
halland aseries of small chamber. The domed ceiling
ofthemainreceptionroomis painted in purpleona
glittering gold base and decorated with small mirrors.
The garden, is visible through the greatarches, the
mostinteresting partofthis palace are the spandrel
title decorations on the exterior showing pairs of
often mythical huntinganimals.

Eventhe “cruel sanctions” could notslowdown
the growth ofthe renewable energy industry
inlran, hesaid,addingthatlocal investment
hasnow outstripped foreign investmentin
thissector.

“Atpresent, onelarge-scalerenewable energy
plantand tens ofsmall-scale ones are coming
into operation every week,” Sadeqzadeh went
ontosay.

Iranisseeking 5,000 megawatts of renewable
energy by 2020, with more than 4,000 mega-
watts expected to come from wind power. The
country hasapproximately 141 megawatts of
installed wind power.

JXTG Nippon Oil & Energy is the fourth
Japaneserefiner to resume Iranian oil
loading, after Showa Shell, Fuji Oil and
Cosmo Oil resumed crude oil loading
fromIranin]January -- the firstin four
months -- totalingaround 4.9 million
barrels.

With otherrefiners planning to resume
importsin February, Japanis expected
toload about 14 million barrels over
January-February, according to
Platts calculations based on market
information.That would putJapan’s
average Iranian oilimportsat 78,000
b/d during the 180-day waiver, down
49% from 153,000b/d imported over
May-October 2018, according to Platts
calculations.

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UN Chief: Mercenaries Are ‘Feeding Off

Terrorism, Crime

UN Secretary-General Antonio Guterres said

reports suggest there has been “asurge in the

use of mercenaries,” who are not only fighting in

wars and illegally exploiting natural resources

butare now “feeding off” transnational organized

crime,terrorismand violent extremism.

The UN chief called for much broader support for
regional and international conventions againstthe
use of mercenaries and said those compactsneed tobe
updated.

Healso called for prosecuting mercenaries and for
strengthening efforts at preventing people, especially
theyoung, frombeingrecruited as mercenaries.
Guterres told the Security Council that while “the
shadowy nature” of mercenaries makes data hard
to come by, their impactis clear in the worsening
of conflicts, weakened stability of countries, the
undermining ofthe rule oflawand thelarge numbers of
peopleforcedtoflee theirhomes, AP reported.

He said mercenary activities have “evolved over the
years,” pointing to “illicitactivities and trafficking
by terrorist and mercenary groups” operating in
Africa’svast Sahel region and the alleged involvement
of mercenariesin postelection violence in Ivory Coast
in2010.

Mercenaries and other foreign fighters have also
committed “innumerable violations” ofhuman rights
and international humanitarian law againstcivilians
inthe Central African Republic,and mercenaries have
suppressed herders trying to move along traditional
routes on the border with Cameroon, Guterres said.
Rwandan Foreign Minister Richard Sezibera, whose
countryis the current chairman of the African Union,

said mercenaries are not only involved in “active
combat” but “we now see anincrease in cyber attacks
and industrial espionage carried out by mercenary
groupsinthe comfortoftheirownhomes.”

Headded thatas “partofthe worryingincreasein trans-
boundary criminal networks, some were financed with
sophisticated communications and military equipment,
and many (are) connected to global terrorist networks.”
“They continue to evolve and innovate,” Sezibera said
of mercenaries. “We cannotand should notbe staticin
ourresponse.”

The UN General Assembly adopted the International
Convention against the Recruitment, Use, Financing
and Training of Mercenariesin December 1989 and it
enteredinto forcein October 2001. But, Guterres said,
only 35 countries are parties to it —and he urged all
other UN member states toratify it “without delay.”
Mousa Faki Mahamat, who heads the African
Union Commission, said an AU forum in October
recommended thatthe Convention for the Elimination
of Mercenaries in Africa, whichwas adoptedin 1977
and came into effectin 1985, berevised and updated,
including measures to ensure implementationand
follow-up.

He said the AU is committed to fight “the scourge
of mercenary activities” but this also requires
international cooperation including the exchange of
intelligence.The Security Council meetingwas presided
over by President Teodoro Obiang Nguema of Equatorial
Guinea, whichholds thebody’s rotating presidency.
Hetook powerinamilitary coupin 1979 and said his
nationhasbeenavictim “of five attempts at mercenary
incursions” since oil was discovered in the 1990s, the
latestin December 2017.“Equatorial Guineawould like
toalertthe Security Council that mercenary groups
continue toactwith totalimpunity in Africa,” Obiang
said.
