**Challenge between US and its
allies

Qatari Al-Jazeeranews organization
wrote in a report that Trump’s
decision to cancel waiversto Iran’s
oil purchasersisabouttobegin his
campaign for presidency soon and
has economicand political risks.
Analysts say US policy will boost
oil prices. This could alsolead to an
increasein gasoline pricesin the
United States.

The impacts of US policy on Iran
depends on the commitment of
China, India and South Korea to
sanctions. These three countries
are thelargestbuyers of I[ranian oil
and buy 2 million barrels of oil aday
from Iran. China, as thelargestbuyer
oflranian oil, has already challenged
the USrequestto stop oil purchases
from Iran, and on Monday again
announced thatitwill continue its
legal trade with Iran.

In addition to the three countries,
Turkey has strengthened its trade
relations with Iran, especially in the

energy sector.

Ankara has announced that
mechanisms to thwart US sanctions
arein place to continue engaging
with Iran. Germany, France, and the
United Kingdom in the framework
of the European Union have now
organized mechanisms to continue
therelationship withIran, AlJazeera
added.

Al-Araby Al-Jadeed newspaper
reported that the US decision to
abolish waivers for countries buying
oil from Iran facestwo problems. The
firstproblemrelated to the need of
global markets for Iran’s products
and thetensesituationintheregion
and second problem is the ability of
the countries in which the United
States has been counting on oil
production. Iran’s oil production
increased after 2015 nuclear dealin
2015 andliftof USsanctionsin2016.
Iran hasthe world’s fourth-largest
oilreserveswith 160 billion barrels
of oil. Increased tensions in key oil
producingareas, including Libyaand
Venezuela, has madeithardto offset
andreplace Iran’s oil supply.
Inthisregard, the head of the Libyan
National Oil Institute, Mostafa
Sana’ullah, said in an interview
with the Financial Times that the
continuation ofthe clashesin Libya
would lead to the destruction of oil
industry.

Al-Araby Al-Jadeed added, ‘Saudi
Arabiafaces problemsinits current
capabilities to replace Iran’s oil.
Maybe it will be areplacement for
Iranianoilinthe shorttermand with
thehelp ofits oilreserves.

But, this country willnotsucceed in
thelongrun. Perhaps Saudi Arabia
will beton anumber of optionsin
the shortterm,includingincreasing
outputto 11 millionbarrels per day
and putting aside its problems with
Kuwaitin the oil-rich areas of al-Faji

and al-Wafra, butthis country alone
willnotbe able tobeareplacement
forIran’s oil exports.

As the Euro-Asia Group in its oil
analysisannounced thatthe United
States cannot make its promise of
reducing Iranian oil exports to zero
duetothe currentsituationinthe oil
markets.

“Saudi Arabia, the world’s largest
oil exporter, needs around $ 80 to
$ 85 abarrel to make abalance in
itsbudget,” Jihad- Azoor, director
ofthe Middle Eastand Central Asia
Department at the International
Monetary Fund last February noted.
According to Al-Araby Al-Jadeed ‘s
report, the US administration has
anothersolution to itself, which is
very bitter. Under this option, the
United States will force Russia to
increaseits oil production with the
goal of offsetting Iran’s oil prices
on global markets. Butitwill bein
Russia’s favor thatits oil sectoris
under US sanctions. Syria’s Al-
Thawradailyalsowrote thatitisvery
difficult forany country, evenifithas
abigroleintheinternational arena,
toimposeits will on the whole of the
worldto cuttozero the oil exportwith
the powerand threat’

‘Ifthe other side of this country is
Iran, thesituation willbe even harder.
BecauseIranisavastcountry with
land and sea outreach with one
thousand kilometers borders.Ithas
closepoliticaland economicties with
many countries, especially European
alliesinthe European Union and the
entireworld.

‘Although Trump’s decisions may
have some negative implications
for Iran, these consequences will
not be based on the wishes of
Netanyahu, the prime minister ofthe
Zionistregime.Duetoits highlevel
of experience, Iran has thousands
of mechanisms to neutralize and

undermine the policy of the hard-
line team of Trump and their
unilateral sanctions. Definitely,
Tramp calculations will not be
right. World oil markets will not
be able to operate on the basis of
Washington’s decisions. Libya,
Venezuela and Nigeria cannot
exporttheir oil to world markets
for various reasons. Saudi oil and
UAE oil cannotbe areplacement for
Iranian oil. Nevertheless, given that
Trump had promised to continue to
lower oil prices in the election, now
his stupid decision, due to his full
commitmentto the Zionism lobby,
will have adverse consequences for
his political future.
