In summer theairis often
hazy,butonarare, clear spring day there are
impressive glimpses of snow-capped Alvand
Kuh (3580m), sitting aloofabove the ragged
neocolonial cupolas ofImam KhomeiniSq.

Ganjnameh

Prehistoricrock carvings of Ganjnameh is a
can't-missdestinationwhenyouaretravelingto
Hamedan.

Literally meaning “Treasure Epistle”, Ganjnameh
featuressetsof cuneiforminscriptionswrittenin
threelanguagesofancientPersian, Elamite,and
Babylonian.

Dating back to the age of Achaemenid Kings
Darius1(521-485BC)and XerxesI(485-65BC),
theinscriptions werefirststudied indetail by the
French painterandarchaeologist EugeneFlandin,
whowasaccompanied by Pascal Coste.
Therightinscription, belongingtoXerxes], reads:
“The GreatGod [is] Ahuramazda, greatestofall the
gods, who created the earthand the skyand the
people; whomade Xerxesking,and outstanding
kingasoutstandingruleramonginnumerable
rulers;I[am] the greatkingXerxes, king ofkings,
king oflands with numerousinhabitants, king of
thisvastkingdom with far-away territories, son
ofthe Achaemenid monarch Darius.”
Anadjacent 9-meter-high waterfallbecomes
apopularice-climbing spotin wintertime. In
contrast, Alvand summitcanbereachedasaday
tripinsummer. Therelaxed ambiance of thesite,

whichislocatedjustashortdrive fromthecity,also
opensupanopportunity for hikingon the side of
MountAlvand.

HegmatanehHill

The Hegmataneh Hill, also called Tepe
Hegmataneh (thought to correspond to the
ancientcitadel of Ecbatana), hasacircumference
of1.4kilometerswithanareaofabout40hectares.
Theview of distantmountains fromthe top of this
low, openhillis pleasantly rewarding, especially
inthelateafternoon, butit’swhatliesbelowthat
excitesarchaeologists: an ancient Medianand
Achaemenidcity.

Smallsectionshave been excavated overthelast
century, mostextensivelyinthe 1990s. There’sa
smartmuseum nearby,as wellastwo Armenian
churches,nowpartofHamadan University.
Ecbatanawasfirstexcavatedin1913bytheFrench
Assyriologist Charles Fossey. Excavations have
beenlimited due to the modern town covering
mostoftheancientsite.In2006, excavationsina
limited areaof Hagmataneh Hill failed to discover
anythingolderthanthe Parthian period (247
BC-224CE),butthisdoesnotrule outolder
archaeologicallayers existing elsewhere within
thevastsite.

Masjed-eJameh

One of the oldest mosques in Hamedan, the
Masjed-eJamehislocated near Imam Khomeini
Sq.and tothe westof Ekbatan Avenue. A vaulted
passage of a historical bazaarleads into the
courtyard ofthelarge Qajar-eramosque.
Themosqueisrectangularinshape,and formerly
had four porches of which three have been
remained. Thisstructure comprisesoftwoareas
fornocturnal prayers,abrickdomeandalargeand
pleasantcourt-yard withahuge poolinthe center.
The disused southiwan (entrance) leadsinto
ahall over which there’sanimpressivelylarge
brickdome. The northiwanislavished with
patternedblue tile work that continues on four
ofthe mosque’s six minarets. Some areas are
restricted tomenonly.

Gonbadeh Alavian

The centuries-old Gonbadeh Alavian (Alavian
Dome) isregarded asan outstanding example
of Persian-Islamicarchitecture. However, its
12th-century green dome, immortalized by
areferencetoitinthe poetKhaqani(c.1121-
1190)’swork, haslongsincebeenremoved, but
itsbricktower remains famous for the whirling
floral stuccoadded in the llkhanid Mongol era;
thisornamentationisdescribed byanenraptured
RobertByroninRoad to Oxiana.

Initssmall cellar, thereare tombs oftwo elders of
Alavian family. Theinteriorareais formed of six
roomswitharches. Cube-shaved graves covered

withturquoisebricksareinthe center:
Arectangular plaque with stucco honeycomb
patternsand flower motifsishanged above the
entrance ofthestructure. The outer frame ofthis
plaquebearsstuccoreliefs of Quranicinscriptions
intheKuficcalligraphyhand.
Bu-AliSinaMausoleum

The iconic 1952 Bu-Ali Sina (Avicenna)
Mausoleum dominates hisnamesake square
and resembles a concrete crayon pointing to
theheavens.Itwaslooselymodelled on Qabus’
1000-year-old towerin Gonbad-e Kavus, whichis
aUNESCO World Heritage.
Thereisasingle-room museum of Avicenna
memorabilia, histombstone, asmalllibraryanda
displayonmedicinalherbs.

Avicenna (born 980, near Bukhara, Iran [now
inUzbekistan]—died 1037, Hamadan, Iran),
was a Muslim physician, the most famous and
influential of the philosopher-scientists of the
medievalIslamicworld. Hewas particularlynoted
forhis contributionsinthe fields of Aristotelian
philosophyand medicine. He composed the Kitab
al-shifa (Bookofthe Cure),avastphilosophical
andscientificencyclopedia,and Al-Qanunfial-tibb
(TheCanonofMedicine),whichisamongthemost
famousbooksinthehistoryof medicine.
AliSadrCave

ThescenicAliSadr Caveisagiganticwater-filled
cavernwieldybelieved to date from Jurassicera.
Entrance to the lengthy cave is situated some
70kmnorth of Hamadan.

The cave embraces a huge matrix of sunless
channels, ponds, grottoes and water passages
whichare stretched along withimposing rock
formationsand stalactite-covered topsinaspan
ofseveralkilometers.

Sightseeingthereis connected with traversing
inwell-litlabyrinths of water ways via paddle
boats, walking on subterraneanislets, as well
asobservingrock carvings ofhunting scenes,
artifacts, paintings and vessels which are
associated with prehistorical troglodytes.
Sometour operatorsand tourism marketers say
thatastandard tourproceedsvisitorssome 2,000
metersinside the cave, over 1,400 of whichis
covered byboatsthatmakesitoneofthelongest
undergroundboattripsintheworld.

The cave canbereached after some one hour of
riding from Hamadan through the countryside.
Thereareusuallyshuttlesand taxisaswell.

[twasthe firstdynasticcapital ofthe Achaemenid Empire,
soyoucanseeasitethatbelongsto559-530BC.Pasargadae
isoneofIran’s UNESCO World Heritage Sites.Itisknown
forthelimestone tombthatisthe Tomb of Cyrusthe Great.
The most notable and popular constructions in the
Pasargadae Complexisasfollows:

Tombof Cyrusthe Great

Withoutadoubt, the Tomb of Cyrus the Greatisthe most
significantand popular monumenton this site. [t might
evenbethefirstreasonwhyeveryone decidestocomeand
visitPasargadae. The Tombof Cyrusthe Greatislocated on
the southernpartofthe complex.It'sbeensaid thatitwas
builtunderhisorderand supervision. Itsstructure seems
sosimplewhichremindsthevisitors of Elamiteziggurats.It
hassixstonestepsoneachside,and thetomb, whichislike
achamberisonitstop.

PalacesofPasargadae

Approximately 1 km northeastofthe Tomb of Cyrus you
canfind theremainingof old palaces. Although today you
canjustseethe pillarsand stone columns ofthis palaces,
they are still one of the most fascinating structuresin
thissite. The main palace was the house of Cyrus. Asits
structure shows, itwasasbigas 3192 square meters. You
canstill see the carvings onits walls which showthe king
and his servants. Onthe east partofthe palace, thereis
astonebenchwhich considered tobeaplace where the
king (Cyrusthe Great) wassittingand observingthe green
andlushviewaround his palace. Thereare 3 palacesin
this complex.One ofthemis called the Gate Palace which
consideredtobetheentrancetothissite.

Thefigureofthe Winged Man
Oneofthemostbeautifuland unharmed remaining ofthe
palacesinthe Pasargadae complexisthe figure ofawinged
manwhichhasbeen carved onatabletstone. The figure
showsamanwithashortbeard,acrownonhisheadand
fourwings. Themaninthe pictureislookingatthe center
ofthepalace, hisrighthandis openinfrontofhisfacewhich
mightbethe figure of praising God or evenawelcoming
pose.

Thereisaninscriptionontop ofthis figurewhichiswritten
incuneiform. Itstranslationsays“lam Cyrus, the king ofthe
Achaemenids’”. Althoughsomemightbelievethatitsaysthe
maninthefigureis Cyrus,butothersbelieve thatitisjusta
formofintroducinghimasthekingofthisempireandisnot
sayingthatthe maninthefigureis Cyrus.

Mozaffarian Caravanserai

Thereisaplacenearthe Tomb of Cyrus whichiscalled the
Mozaffarian Caravanserai. This place was constructed by
the stones of Pasargadae Palaces during the Muzaffarid
dynasty inthe 14th century. Afterawhile,itbecamea
graveyard until the Pahlaviera. You can still see some of
the graveshave the stonesthatbelongto the Pasargadae
Palaces. Although some of them have been putin the Haft
TananMuseumin Shiraz.

StoneTower

The Stone Towerisoneofthe spectacularstructuresinthis
complexwhichstillhasunveiled secrets. Thisstructureis
asoldasthe Achaemenid Empire. Somebelieve thisisthe
tomb of CambysesII (Cyrus son),and the others consider
itafiretemple oraplace toworship. Butasits planand
structure shows, itismostlylikeaplaceto doritual events
orreligiousactivities.IntheIslamiccourses, this place was
called the Solomon'’s Prisontoo.

The Stone Tower was arectangularly shaped tower but
today only one ofits walls has remained. The height of
thewallis 14 metersandit'sbeenplaced onathree-step
platform.

Fortificationsof Toll e-Takht

Toll e-Takhtis the oldest structure in the Pasargadae
complex.Itwas supposedtobetheroyal throne. However,
Cyrusneverhadachancetouseitbecausehediedyears
beforeits constructionsfinished.

Placesnearbythe Pasargadae World Heritage Site Shiraz
AsPasargadaesiteis far from Shirazitisnot close toany
attractionsbutyou canvisitPersepolis Sitewhichis 78 km
away from Pasargadae, Naghsh-e-Rostamin 73 km,and
Naghsh-e-Rajabin 71 km ofthis attraction. Usually, the
touristsvisitall the foursitesinone day.

Negotiating with "Economic
terrorism"

First, they fail to understand that
like most other countries, Iran
takesintoaccountthelong-term
consequences of succumbing to
terrorist-like blackmailing.
ToIran, negotiating with "economic
terrorists” - justlike negotiating
with an entity like Al Qaeda -
would not just incur a heavy
political cost forits government
on the domestic front, but it is
also perceived as setting a bad
precedentand encouraging future
U.Sadministrations, and eventually
other countries, to pursue the same
policy.

So, from a strategic and security
standpoint-accordingtoIran- this
sortofnegotiation would actually
increaserather than decreaseits
vulnerability.

Secondly, they fail to see that
from Iran's perspective, the very
act of "negotiating” with the
Trump administration would
legitimize and afford recognition
toanunconventional policy that
breaches everyaccepted norms of
international law.

Sri Lanka President Vows

SriLanka’spresidenthastold his cabinetthat
he will not cooperate with a parliamentary
investigationinto security lapsesleadingto
the Easter suicide bombings, official sources
said Saturday.

Maithripala Sirisena summoned an
emergency meeting ofhis cabineton Friday
nightto oppose the Parliamentary Select
Committee (PSC) probingthe April 21 attacks
thatkilled 258 people and wounded nearly
500.

A ministerial source told AFP Sirisena has
refused to allow any police, military or
intelligence personnel to testify before the
committee.

“The cabinetmeeting ended inconclusively,”
the source said on condition of anonymity.
“The government did notagree to suspend
the PSCeither”

Sirisena’s office did not comment on the
outcome ofthe heated cabinet meeting, but
said the president had told senior police
officers on Friday that he will notallow any
serving officer to testify before the PSC.
Lastweek, Sirisena’sintelligence chief Sisira
Mendis told the committee thatthe president
had failed to hold regular security review
meetings to assess the potential threatfrom
extremists.

Halfway through his testimony, the live
telecastofthe proceedings was stopped on
Sirisena’s orders, official sources said.
Sirisena’s defense secretary and police chief
have suggested thatthe president, whoisalso
the minister of Defense and Law and Order,
did not follow proper protocolsin dealing
withintelligence reports, includingadvance
warnings aboutthe April 21 bombings.
Sirisenahasrepeatedly denied he wasaware
ofanimpendingthreat.
