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The Borujerdis House: A Masterpiece of
Traditional Persian Architecture of The 19Th

The Iranian Borujerdis house
isthe product ofatraditional
desert architecture that
features elements from both
pre-Islamicand Islamicperiods.
Itislocated inIshafan province,
on Alavi Streetin the town of
Kashan, and represents one
ofthe most beautiful historic
houses there. Its stunning
beauty and elegance,aproduct
ofthe amazing craftsmanship
ofthetimes, makeitastunning
representation of Persian
residential architecture.

[twasbuiltin 1857, a fruitful period
for building in Kashan, since alarge
portion of the town was destroyed by
amassive earthquake at the end of
the 18th century. Many spectacular
palaces collapsed, butnew ones were
builtin their stead. Mostofthearea’s
historical buildings still standing today
were builtduringthis period.

A wealthy merchantby the name of
Sahdi MehdiBorujerdis was courting
alady fromarichandrespected family
in Kashan, the Tabatabaeians. Since
the Tabatabaeihouseis one ofthe most
beautiful housesin Kashan eventoday,
the marriage condition for Sahdiwasto
create ahouse for his future wife that
would be atleastas beautiful as her
family’sresidence. The construction
lasted almost 20 years, with a vast
number of craftsmen, architects, and
workersinvolved-by some estimation,
morethan 150 people.

The great visionary behind the
construction ofthe house was Usad
Ali Maryam, the same architect who
had built the Tabatabaei house.
Other prolific artists were involved
and credited with the amazing wall
paintings: the Qajar-eraroyal painters
Saniol Molkand his nephew Kamal ol
Molk. Most ofthe oil and watercolor
paintings were inspired by the Russian
and European fashion, featuring
animals, flowers, arabesques, or
hunting scenes. Kamal ol Molk
also supervised another stunning
feature ofthe house-the stucco-relief
decorations.

The masterful craftsmen and

architects of Kashan used stucco
as a cheap but functional and
easily-molded material thatleftan
impression of luxury when skillfully
made. Thus, the crude and raw bricks
orstone blocks were transformed from
humble earthly materials to elegant
and sophisticated looks.Itwasan old
technique ofthe Persian masters that
belongedtoaneraofpre-Islamiclran.
The Borujerdis house has all the
essential features of the traditional
Iranianresidence. First, its orientation
isregulated tobe facing towards or
away from Mecca. Secondly, it was
completely designed inthe manner of
desertarchitecture, which meansin
regard to climatic conditions-hotand
arid summers, and very cold and dry
winters. Ithad three entrances, two
stories,and traditional separation of
the Andarouni, the interior yard and
quarters for private family use where
woman and servants mingle, and the
Biruni, the exterior publicyard and
quarters mainly occupied by men.
The Andarouni consists of two parts.
Areceptionhall covered withintricate

The
Borujerdi Houseis ahistorichouse in
Kashan, Iran.

The house was built by architect
Ostad Ali Maryam, for the bride of
Haji Mehdi Borujerdi, a wealthy
merchant. The bride came from the
affluent Tabatabaei family, for whom
Ali Maryam had built the Tabatabaei
House someyears earlier.

It consists ofarectangular beautiful
courtyard, delightful wall paintings by
theroyal painter Kamal-ol-molk, and
three 40 meter tall wind towers which

help coolthe house to unusually cool
temperatures.Ithas 3 entrances, and
allthe classicsignatures of traditional
Persianresidential architecture, such
asbiruniand daruni (andarun). The
house took eighteen years to build
using 150 craftsmen.

Ithasthree entrancesandall the classic
signatures of Persian architecture.
The main entranceisinthe formofan
octagonal vestibule with multilateral
skylights in the ceiling. Near the
entrance is a five-door chamber
with intricate plasterwork. Walking
through a narrow corridor, one
reachesavastrectangular courtyard
thathasapoolandisflanked by trees
and flowerbeds.

In the vicinity of the corridor is a
receptionareasandwiched between
tworooms. Due to the high amount
of sunlightentering these tworooms,
they were mostly utilized during
winter.

Inthe northeastareaofthe property
lie the kitchen, rooms, and stairways
tothebasement.
Onthesouthernsideisalarge covered
hall adorned with reliefs, artistic
carvings and meshed windows,
which was the main area for holding
celebrations. It consists of araised
platform on its far side that was
normallyreserved for special guests.
The house is famous forits unusual
wind towers, which are made of
stone, brick, sun-baked bricks and
a composition of clay, straw and
mortar. Three 40-meter-tall wind
towers help cool the house to
unusually cool temperatures. Even
the basements consistently benefit
from the flow of cool air from the wind
towers.

Since exceptional attention has been
paid to minute architectural details
demanded by the geographical and
climatic conditions of the area, the
house has attracted considerable
attention of architects as well as
Iranian and foreign scientific and
technical teams.

While Boroujerdi House used to be
aprivate home,itisnow opento the
publicas amuseum. The museum is
divided into four sections, namely
reception, ceremonies, residential
hallsand rooms.

Gazisatype of sweetthatis made with honeydew
or manna, sugar, Badka, pistachios, almonds, or
walnuts, egg whites, rose’s water and its worth
mentioningthatno chemicals substancesare used
inproducingit.Isfahan Gazhas differentingredient
combinations; it can be white, or produced in
different colors due to the addition of spices ornuts.
Amongdifferenttypes of Gaz, Gaz-Angabinis usually
4to 5 times sweeter than the ordinary Gaz.
Everyone knows Isfahan by this sweet; therefore,
I[sfahanisthe mostimportant, the biggestand the
bestGazproducerinthe country.

US sanctions on Iran to have no
effecton'Tehran-Erbil trade ties

Vice Chairman of Sulaymaniyah Governorate Chamber of
Commerce said that US anti-Iran move will have no effecton the
economictiesbetween Iranand Iraqi Kurdistanregion.

Trade and business ties between Iran and Kurdistan of Iraq
continued despite USimposition of sanctions againstIran, so that
bilateral relationship has experienced an ascending trend in recent
days, he maintained.He pointed to the spread of rumors behind the

closure of border gates between the two sides and emphasized, “mutual

trade and business between Iran and Kurdistan of Iraq will accelerate and any decision hasnot
yetbeenadoptedinthisregard.”US sanctions on Iran doesnotinclude exchange of goods between
Iran and Iraqi Kurdistan, he said, adding, “accordingly, US sanctions will have notany effect on
bilateral trade and business ties, otherwise, Kurdistan of Iraq will costdearly subsequently.”

US May Impose Sanctions on China
for Buying Iranian Qil

The United Statesis prepared toimpose sanctions on all
countriesthatcontinuetobuyIran’soil, including China, after
Washington startsreimposingbans on Iran’senergy sector.
Theannouncementwasmadeon Thursdayby Brian Hook, the
head of US State Department’snewly-established Iran Action
Group,afterhewasasked byreportersaboutthe group’splan
for dealingwith China, the National Iranian Oil Company’s
websitereported.

“The United States certainly hopes for full compliance by all
nationsin terms of notrisking the threat of US secondary
sanctionsiftheycontinue with thosetransactions,”he said.
“Weare prepared toimpose secondary sanctions on other
governmentsthatcontinuethissortoftrade with Iran.”
Hooknoted thatthe USwouldissue waivers from sanctions
onlyto countries thathad made efforts to reduce their oil
purchases from Iran. Backin May, the US withdrew froma
2015 multilateralnuclear agreementwith Iranand said it
wouldreintroduce the sanctions thathad beenlifted under
theaccord.

Washingtonreinstatedaseriesofunilateral sanctionsagainst
Iraninearly Augustand would reimposeasecond batch on
November 4, which are primarily aimed atundermining
Tehran’soil exports. Beijing, [ran’s top oil customer; has thus
far defied Washington’s call to stop buyingIranian oil, saying
commercial cooperationbetweenthe twosidesdid notharm
other countries’interests and therefore had to be protected
fromsanctions.Inastatementearlier thismonth, China’s
Foreign Ministry said Beijing’s business ties with Tehran
were ‘reasonable” and did notbreach UNresolutions.Italso
expressed opposition to Washington's sanctionsagainstIran
as “long-armedjurisdiction.”

One of the issues
associated with the
bank is the issue of
defining money and
trading instruments
in commerce. Now,
we are faced with
the phenomenon
of "paper money",
"electronic money,"
andinasentence with
"worthless exchange
tools." When money
and exchange tools
were not worthy of
themselves and not
so-called "property”,
its value should be
dependent on things
like currencyreserves
or the production ofa
country and wrote the
equation for printing
money. When people
are paid without
backing and without
production, certainly
it has no economic
value.Itishere thatthe
value of the national
currency is reduced
and chaos will prevail
inthe community. Over
the past five years,
the popularity of the
people hastripled and
thisliquidity isin the
hands of those who
previously had money
to save on banks.
Althoughitseemsthat
banks are seeking to
raise their profits to
absorb this liquidity
from the community.
However, thisis one of
the worst methods of
controlling monetary
funds. Isnotitthatthe
increaseinliquidity in
recentyears hasbeen
due to high rates of
bankroll profits and
now, with a rebound
in interest rates, the
inflation will increase
dramaticallyin thelong
run. Increasing bank
profitsisanirreparable
pest for industry and
production in the
country. An increase
in bank profits will
make the general
public relinquish its
investment in the
national product
sector and, due to its
macroeconomic gains,
will transferits capital
tobanks.

The existence of
administrative
bureaucracy and the
fear of artisans from
the formation of a
production unittrigger
a surge of national
capital towards
activities other than
domestic production.
All these things have
worked togethersothat
national production
cannotachieveitstrue
status.
