The wunderground city of
Nushabad, known as Ouyi to
Tocalsislocated 8 km north of
Kashan in Esfahan province,
centralIran.It’satruly fascinating
ancientplace.

The noushabad underground city is
considered to be one of the most
remarkable underground cities in the
world and a masterpiece of ancient
architecture.

Nushabad (“city of cold tasty water”)
isbecause inthe ancienttimes one of
the Sassanian kings who was passing
through thisareastopped here to drink
water from a well. He found this water
extremely clear and cold. Therefore,
he ordered to build a city around this
well and name it Anoushabad which
eventually turned into Nushabad.
Historical evidence indicates that
Nushabad was mainly used as ashelter
by people duringthe Mongolinvasionin
Iraninthe 13th century and remained
inusein emergency cases until the late
Qajardynasticperiod (1787-1921).

Some yearsago, archaeologists made
several interesting discoveriesin the
underground city of Nushabad. The
excavationsresulted in the discovery of
alargeamountofhistorical evidence,
including earthenware vesselsand stone
instruments dated to Sassanid (224-651
CE), Ilkhanid (1256-1336), and Safavid
(1501-1736) dynasticperiods.

They also found intricate canals, a
number of chambers with different
plans constructed in different stories,
staircases, wells, and the path of
aqueductsin the city. [tsoon became
obvious thatdifferentlevels of this city
were connected to each other through
verticaland horizontal canals.
Therearealsosome bigstones similar
to millstones nextto every canal which
were closed down while people were
hidinginthelowerstories.
AccordingtoZahra Sarookhani, leader of
thearchaeological team thatexcavated
Noushabad, the ventilation system used
intheunderground city through devising
canals madeitpossible for therefugees
tobreathe evenatadepth of 20 meters
below the ground.

She further explained that the special
usage of thisunderground cityasaplace
where people could take shelter defined
itsarchitectural plan.
Thedepthofthisunderground city varies
from 4 to 18 meters and the different
spaces formed by carvingtherocks seem
alittle frightening.

Some of these openings were located
inside the houses of people while others
were located inimportant gathering
places such asthe main fortjustoutside
the city.

Digging of deep holes in the middle
oftheroomsand covering them with
rotating stones that would fall down
ifanyone stepped on them, was one of
the several tricks used toresistenemies
and protectpeoplein the underground
city.

"We should say to the greatIranian nation
thatwe willnotallow the US plots to win.
Restassured. We willnotallow abunch of
anti-Iranindividuals who have gathered in
the White House today to hatch plotsagainst
us," President Rouhanisaid, addressingan
opensession ofthe parliamentin Tehran on
Tuesday to answer anumber of questions
raised by the legislators on the current
economicsituation.

He underscored that the parliamentary
session thathe had participated wouldbea
source of grieffor the White House because
itshowed unity amongthe three branches
of power (the government, parliamentand
judiciary) and the Armed Forcesunder the
supervision ofthe Supreme Leader.

The sanctionsreinstated on Iran on May 8
included boycottoflran's crude supplies
and bans on transfer of its crude revenues.
Thereisa 180 daysinterval before these
sanctions come into effect. Other US
secondary sanctions are reinstated this
month.

After Trump's declaration, the Iranian
governmentissued a statement, calling
the US withdrawal as "unlawful". The
statementunderlined Iran's prerequisites
for continuing the deal with the five world
powers. These conditions that were
reiterated later by Iran's Supreme Leader
Ayatollah Seyed Ali Khamenei later mainly
includedIran's guaranteed crude salesand
transfer ofitsrevenuesbackhome.

Two months later, the other five powers
party to the nuclear deal have failed to
satisfy Iran. President Hassan Rouhani
voiced his disappointmentoverarecent
package of incentives proposed by the
European Union countries to Tehran,and
said thatthe Islamic Republic expected a
much better, clearerand explicit stance by
theEU.

"Unfortunately, the EU’s package of
proposalslacked an operational solution
andaspecificmethod for cooperation,and
featuredjustasetofgeneral commitments
like the previous statements by the
European Union," President Rouhani said
inatelephone conversation with German
Chancellor AngelaMerkel onJuly 5.
President Rouhanipointed to US'unilateral
withdrawal from the nuclear deal, and said,
"After the US withdrawal from the JCPOA,

MPs Not Convinced by Iranian
President’s Answers on Economic

Problems

[ranianlawmakers on Tuesdaywerenotconvinced by President
Hassan Rouhani’s explanations about the administration’s
performance following the decline of the national currency’s
valueand controversial economicpolicies.
Rouhaniattendedanopensessionofthe Parliamenton Tuesday
morning to answer five questions raised by the MPs on the
recenteconomicproblems ofthe country.

Following the president’s remarks, the parliamentarians
conducted separate votes for each of the five questions, whose
maintopicsincluded failingto curb smuggling, continuation of
sanctions on Iran’sbanks, unemploymentrate, and economic
recession.

Accordingto the votes castatthe conclusion ofthe session, the
parliamentariansdid notfind the president’sreplies convincing,
except for the one to the question about continuation of
sanctions onthe country’sbankingsector.

According to the law, the questions will be referred to the
country’sJudiciary to deal with theissue.

Agroup oflawmakers critical of the administration’shandling
of the economic situation had summoned Rouhani to the
Parliament.

Thelegislaturehasalreadyimpeached and sacked thelaborand
economy ministers.

Rouhanihas come under pressure for poor handling of the
economicsituationthathasresulted inahike in the value of
foreign currenciesand diminishing purchasing power.

The Iranian money has plunged toarecord low againstthe US
dollarinrecentweeks.

Foreign currency values begantorise in Iran after the US
withdrew from the [rannuclear dealin May and announced
plansforafresh wave of sanctions againstthe Islamic Republic.
Incomments on August 13, Leader of the [slamic Revolution
Ayatollah Seyed Ali Khamenei said the economic problems
arenotwholly caused by the foreign sanctions, butaseries of
internalissuesand mismanagementarealsotoblame.
Making a reference to the hike in gold coin prices and
devaluation ofthe [ranian money inrecent weeks, the Leader
said some of the problems are caused by imprudence and
mismanagement, irrespective of sanctions.

Reiterating the need for serious fightagainst corruption, the
Leader said the Islamic Republic takes atough line against
corruptionwithoutanyreservation.
