Khajeh Sarfarazrebuilt
the existing bridge
today in 17th century
whenhewasappointed
as the administrator
of Jolfa. This is why
this bridge was also
known as Sarfaraz
Bridge.This  brick
bridgeis 175 meters
(574 ft.)longand 4.7
meters (15 ft.) wide
andhas 17 spans.Some
scholars believe that
the name Marnan is
derived from the term
“Mehrbin” thatrefers
toaMithraism temple

US Secretary of State Mike Pompeo and Defense Secretary Jim
Mattis are onan official visitto India with a top agenda priority of

pressuring New Delhi to stop buyingIran’s oil.

A senior US State Department official, who was notnamed in
reports, said on Thursday that American and Indian officials
were engaged in “very detailed conversations” to persuade India

to stop oilimports from the Islamic Republic.

“We’reaskingall of our partners, notjustIndia, to reduce to zero
oilimports from Iran,and so I'm confident thatwill be partof our
conversation with India,” the official said as Pompeo and Mattis

illegitimate sanctions wereimposed on Iran on August
9.Trump also said he would reinstate the US nuclear
sanctions onIran and impose “the highestlevel” of
economicbansontheIslamic Republic.

Covering, Moquette, Machine Made Carpet & Related
Industries thatthe Islamic RepublicofIranis one of the
leading countriesinthe machine-made carpetindustry.
Over 100 companies are participatingin the ongoing
exhibition of which four are from foreign countries,
hesaid, noting thatIranis amongthe top six countries
in the field.Despite restrictions on the ground,
Iranian activists have managed to keep the industry
activeand its products updated, he said.Iran exports
machine-made carpets to 60 countries and holding
the exhibition can help introduce Iran’s capabilities
in the field, Qobadi said.Lastyear, Iran exported
carpets worth 400 million dollars, butitintends
toraise the figure to over 500 million dollars, he
said.The exhibition attended by representatives
from Turkey, China and Taiwan opened Thursday in
Tehran Permanent Fairground and will continue until
September9.

The American withdrawal has
entailednotonly there-imposition
ofunilateral US sanctions onIran
butalso the so-called secondary
sanctions on third countries that
would continue to do business with the
IslamicRepublic. A firstround of American
sanctions — targeting Iranian access to the US

dollar, metals trading, coal, industrial software, and auto sector
— took effect on August 7. Asecond round, forthcoming on
November4, willbetargetingIran’s oil sales and its Central Bank.
