Seniorresearcher Dr Daisy Fancourt,wholed the UCLresearch,
said: ‘Thisstudyisthe firstto show the cognitive strategies the
brain usestoregulate ouremotions when we're taking partin
creative activities.'

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Urmia Lake waterlevel
improves

The surface area of the Urmia Lake in north-west
Iranhasincreased by 829 square kilometers, thanks
to the two-month-long springtime showers that
began pouringacross the countryin March.
Accordingto Aghil Aghdasi, an official with Regional
Water Company of East Azerbaijan province, the
lake's water surface hasreached 3,231 square
kilometers, adoubled amountin comparison with
lastyear.Lake Urmianow holds 5.22 billion cubic
meters of water, up over 100% compared to last
year when the volume was 2.5 billion cubic meters,
he said.He added that thisvolumeisthe highest
observedinthelast 10 years."Presently, the lake's
1,271.89 meters above sealevel, whichis 104
centimeters more compared to the same period of
thepreviousIranianyear [March2018-2019]."
Located between the provinces of Eastand West
Azarbaijan, Urmia Lakeisa closed water body fed
through 21 permanentand 39 seasonalrivers.
Itwas Iran’slargestinland body of waterless than
20yearsago; however, itbegan dryingupin the mid-
2000s.Accordingto international statistics, thelake
lostabout80% ofits waterbed by 2015.

Several dams constructed near the lake have choked
offthe water supply from the nearby mountains,
contributing to the depletion of the lake. The
construction ofa 15-km causeway between Urmia
and Tabriz has also exerted a severe impacton the
reservoir.

Now that the lake has been revived by the help of
the mother nature, the officials have geared up to
implementthelong-awaited plans, including water
transfer both from domesticand foreign bodies, in
ordernottoletthelakedryupagain.

Intheir new sanctions against Iran, the
Americanshaveannouncedanotherexcuse
otherthanlran'snuclearactivities,anexcuse
thatisrootedintheactionaboutamonthago
inthe United Statesand thatitis calling the
Islamic Revolution Guard Corps (IRGC) asa
terroristentity.

US Treasury Secretary Steve Mnuchin said
onFridaythatthe United Stateswas claiming
thenewsanctionsaretopreventthefinancial
assistance ofthe petrochemical industryto
theIRGC.

Accordingto the Treasury Secretary, the
goal ofthe countryis torestrict the funds
of petrochemical companies. US Deputy
Secretary of State for Terrorism and
Financial Intelligence Sigal Mandelker
said thatthe IRGChasbeen systematically
integrated into sensitive sectors of the
[ranian economy by repeatingthealleged
claimsofthe US officialsagainstour country.
USnational security Advisor John Bolton
wasamongthe firstonestoreactto these
sanctions, and inafalse and defamatory
message claimed that “Iranis spending
its money on financing and directing
terrorism", whichled to serious economic
problemsandworse.

Hefurtherargued that President [Trump]

USSecretary of State Mike Pompeowroteon
his Twitter, "The maximum pressure onthe

He claimed thatthe Treasury Department
had imposed sanctions on Iran's
petrochemicalssector;which "paysforIran's
Revolution Guard Corps".Americadoesnot
allowthe moneythatthe governmentneeds
todestabilize the Middle East.
Sanctionsthataremild, unsuccessful
Exportingpetrochemicalsalongside oiland
gasexportsisone ofthe mostimportant
sourcesofIran's foreign exchange income,
whichthe United Stateshastargeted after
its exit from the JCPOA. Indeed, in the
second wave of sanctions re-imposed on
[ran,the USin mid-Novemberlastyear, had
sanctionedapproximately 15 petrochemical
companies, including the National
[ranian Petrochemical Company, Tabriz
Petrochemicals,Qaed Basir Petrochemicals,
Bandar Imam, Booali Sina, Mobin and
Marjan.

Replacing this
massive marketisnotan easytask,and the
world's petrochemical companiesdonotgo
under thisamount of investmentbecause
thismarketmaynotbe forever.
Inthiscontext,accordingtoareportbysome
USofficialsand analysts, Reutersreported
that the new sanctions imposed on the
[ranianpetrochemical sectorwouldnothave
mucheffectbythe US Treasury Department.
The USgovernment's new sanctions were
imposed on Iran on Friday while over past
weeksand onseveral occasions, Donald

Buster Hein in Cult of Mac said with sound
waves traveling through the screen and the
airtothe phone'smic, thealgorithm predicts
where certain vibrations come from.
Theresearcherssaid, "by recordingaudio
through the built-in microphone(s), a
malicious app can infer text" as the user
enters it on his or her device. The team
successfully recovered 27 out of 45
passwords on a phone, and 19 out of 27
passwordsonatablet, via typing vibrations.

They designed amachine-learningalgorithm
ableto decode vibrations for keystrokes. The
Washington Post: "Amongatestgroup of 45
peopleacross several tests, the researchers
could correctly replicate passwords on
smartphones seven times outof 27, within
10 attempts. On tablets, the researchers
achieved betterresults, nailing the password
19times outof27 within 10 attempts."
Really, a hacker can steal your password
justbylistening to you type? Ian Randallin
Daily Mail had more about this "machine-
learningalgorithm." He saiditwas builtto try
to matcheachvibration toa particular point
onthedevices'screen where the users had
touched the on-screenkeyboard while typing
orenteringapassword.

The authorsthemselves explained whatwas
goingon: "Whenauser taps the screen with
afinger, the tap generates a sound wave that
propagatesonthescreensurfaceandinthe
air. We found the device's microphone(s)
canrecover thiswave and 'hear' the finger's
touch, and the wave's distortions are
characteristicofthe tap'slocation on the
screen.”
